BOURBON COUNTY FISCAL COURT ORDIKNCE #1009-03-01 CONTROL OF ANIMALS

Nuisances- No person shall own, keep, or harbor any animal, including, but not limited to dogs and cats, which shall do
any one or more of the following objectionable actions, each of which is declared to be a public mithamtiee
county.

(1) Habitualbarking, howling, yelpingwhining ... loud enough to be heard beyond the premises of where it is
kept or harbored or while trespassing upon any property or premises not owned or occupied by the owner o
keeper of said amal,

(2) Habitual trespassing upon any property or premises not owned or occupied by the owner or keeper of said
animal;

(3) Habitual turning over, getting into or otherwise damaging or disturbing any items of personal or public
property located on any préses other than those owned or occupied by the owner or keeper of said animal;

(4) Habitual defecating upon any property or premises not owned or occupied by the owner or keeper of said
animal;

(5) Habitual running after, jumping upon, chasing, barking at, onynogher way frightening, molesting or
injuring any person other than the owner of said animal and the members of thies ammerdiate family;
and

(6) Habitual chasing of motor vehicles, bicycles, scooter, mopeds, or motorcycles other than those owned or
operated by the owner of said animal and the members of the ‘cvimenediate family.

RUNNING AT LARGE

It shall be unlawful for any owner or keeper to permit any dog owned by he/she under his/her control to run at
large within the countyAny owner or keeper is deemed to have permitted the damtat large if a condition
exists that the owner or keeper was, or should have been aware of that which Wwauldeatiog to run at large.

POISONING PROHIBITED

It shall be unlawful for any person to place any poisbany description or any toxic substance in any place, on
his/her premises or elsewhere, where it may be easily found and consumed by an animal.

HANDLING REQUIREMENTS

It shall be unlawful for any person to keep ortdta within the County of Bourbon a dog known to be potentially dangerous
unless it is at all times kept on the owisgoroperty securely confined indoors or in a securely enclosed and locked outdoor
pen or shelter suitable to present entry of young mmléind designed to prevent the dog from escaping. Such structure must
have a minimum dimensions of five (5) feet by ten (10) feet and must have secure sides and a secure top. If it has no
concrete, cement, or asphalt bottom, the sides must be imbeddepdund no less than two (2) feet. The enclosure must
also provide protection from the elements for the dog. A potentaltgerouslog shall be transported to or from the

indoors and securely enclosed and locked outdoor pen or sheltef sunthidog is restrained by a suitable chain or leash not
exceeding six (6) feet in length under the control of a responsible adult over eighteen (18) years of age.
